Guidelines for Behavior:

Class Procedure: Upon entering class, students are to follow this procedure: Enter promptly and complete the do-now or do-now quiz, which includes the date in Spanish and the day’s objective(s).  While you are completing the do-now you must have your homework assignment out. Class is not over until the closure has been completed and I have dismissed you. (not the bell! () 

Assignments/Homework: All students are responsible for in class and out of class assignments. Students must turn in all assignments on time. If a student is absent for a legal or in-school reason, he/she is responsible for getting and completing all missed assignments/homework within a week. Each item not made up will be averaged as a “0”.
Quizzes/Exams: Students will know about quizzes/exams in advance. All quizzes/exams are based on the material being covered. There will always be a review session prior to each exam. The best way to prepare for quizzes/exams is to participate in class, complete homework assignments and by taking all notes. 
GRADING: Evaluation will be based on ASSESSMENTS, which include quizzes and projects, as well as CLASS PARTICIPATION and HOMEWORK. The percentages are as follows:
